1. Election of Chair and Vice Chair

(JB) to remain as Chair - Proposed by (SW) and seconded by (IW/NP)
(PJ) to remain as Vice Chair - Proposed by (JB) and seconded by (SW/IW/NP)
Positions stand as per last year, including Clerk duties which will be performed by (JB).

2. Councillor Vacancies

We currently have 1x Councillor vacancy. (All) to consider suitable candidates to fill the vacant councillor role and feed back to (JB) if there is anyone interested/ suitable for the position.

3. Review and approve the previous meeting minutes
 
a) Minutes approved by (NP/IW/PJ/SW) who were present at that meeting.
4. Financial Statement/ Audit/ Authorisation of Payments/ Subscriptions
a)    The following cheques have been signed;

b) AGAR signed by (JB/ PJ) for submission
c) Public Rights to take place between 17th June – 29th July. Forms submitted by (JB) and placed on noticeboards
d) Review of Finance and Budget Sheets  - no unexpected transactions. Balance and Budget sheet updated on the website.
e) (SW) to look at becoming a signatory and sort the necessary forms
f) Discussion on spend for next year;
a) Contribution to/ purchase of a shed for use by the community in the planned community hub. Contribution amount to be confirmed at future meeting after research into the required shed.
Proposed (JB) Seconded (NP/PJ)
b) Another dog bin to be installed towards the centre of Scrayingham Village. (JB) to arrange the necessary license and go ahead with the purchase. Proposed (NP) Seconded (JB/ IW)
c) ‘Slow/ Reduce Speed’ signs at village entry and exits, Scrayingham and Leppington. (All) agreed to this purchase, and that we should ask for another speed survey to be conducted in Scrayingham due to numerous complaints. Jayne Jones (NY Council Community Services) may be able to help) (NP) to follow up on this.
d) Verge and Hedge Cutting for Scrayingham and Leppington. (JB) to send out (SW) map for all to mark areas that need cutting. (SW/ JB) to obtain quotes. Once obtained, approval will be via email in order for this work to be carried out in time.
e) Re-furb/ painting of the Scrayingham Telephone Box. (All) agreed to the purchase, however enquiries need to made as to who can do the work before paint/ materials are purchased.
f) Library Box/ Little Library for Scrayingham to house the books that are in the defib phone box. (PJ) to construct/make this.
g) Possibly of sponsoring an activity for environment/ charity. To be looked into by (All) Tree planting?
h) Event proposed for Christmas (Senior Citizens?) Proposed (SW) Seconded (JB). Explore interest in such an event (SW) and whether this should be opened to all. To be discussed at the next meeting.
5. Highways and Drainage
a)   Update on Yorkshire Water sewage/ drainage works – Duffy’s are working in the village for a couple of weeks to address the final works at Ydrissil. The cleaning of the goit is outstanding. (JB) to chase the goit cleaning with George Winn-Darley.
b) Potholes and Gullies – (NP) to follow up with Highways on another a review of the potholes and gullies at Scrayingham. No issues reported in Leppington. Buttercrambe to Stamford Bridge road has been resurfaced, though the footpath by the bridge is outstanding. George Winn-Darley is progressing this with North Yorkshire Council.
c) Scrayingham Footbridge has been taken away in preparation for its replacement by Highways. This is being funded by Highways/ North Yorkshire Council and work is expected to start soon.
d) Flood Depth Gauges. (PJ) has reviewed where the flood depth gauges need to be located but is to follow up with North Yorkshire Council/ Highways re: funding/ purchase.
e) (JB) to raise an issue with North Yorkshire Council regarding the possible lack of planning permission for the field in Leppington being used as a permanent residence by its owner with mobile accommodation.
6. Assets and Maintenance
a) Defibs have been regularly checked, but pads are due to replacement at the end of September. (JB) to organise replacement pads
b) (JB) to arrange paint for the Scrayingham phonebox that houses the defib once we have found someone that will do the work.
c) (JB) to treat the bench ready for it to be placed by the pond in Scrayingham.
7. Newsletter
a) Newsletter approved for issue. (JB) to arrange printing ready for distribution.

8. Training

a) Other training – Parish Councillors to let the Chair know if there are any other training requirements. 

b) First Aid Training to be carried out again in the new FY after the school holidays. This will be funded by the grant pot received from North Yorkshire Council.


9. Speeding

a) (JB) to issue a speeding survey to Scrayingham Residents to get their views on whether there is a speeding issue and their views on traffic calming measures.

b) Tidy up of the centre of what is known as Middle Lane. (Either by the council, or local farmer) (JB) to enquire/ arrange.

c) (PJ) to look into whether a license is required for erection of Slow/ Speed Signs, and if not arrange purchase of sign for each end of each village (by the Entry signs)

d) (JB) to look at the cost and options for traffic calming measures
